10; 23:12; 31:15; 34:21; 35:2; Leviticus 23:3; Deuteronomy 5:13). The pattern was
further reinforced by God's command to allow the land to rest every seventh year
(Leviticus 25:1-5)..
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We believe that after the sabbatical rest, pastor Wang will have new perspective.
Perhaps most significant, our pastor will gain a new understanding of the world in
which our church ministers. This will deepen her own insight and positively.
Pastor Wang's sabbatical can be a time to renew spiritual disciplines that would
work together with our deacons to lead us to a better direction.
